SHAMLEY GREEN VILLAGE HALL ALCOHOL POLICY
The licensing law requires that there is a licence for the sale/supply of alcohol at all events.  There are four fundamental equally important licensing objectives of the Licensing Act 2003:
· The prevention of crime and disorder
· Public safety
· The prevention of public nuisance
· The protection of children from harm

The Village Hall Licence 
The Trustees of the Shamley Green Village Hall Management Committee has been granted its own licence for community functions. This includes the sale/supply of alcohol. 
This licence is in the name of the Management Committee and not an individual person. This licence is only allowed to be used when the Trustees of the Management Committee has been granted permission for its use. When the Village Hall licence is used, the Trustees of the Management Committee are legally responsible for the sale/supply of alcohol. 
Any persons wishing to use the Village Hall licence must:
· Make a request to the Trustees of the Management Committee via the Hall Manager.  
· Ensure permission is confirmed, prior to advertising that alcohol is to be sold/supplied at the event. 
In all cases where alcohol is supplied, whether sold or provided for free, it is the responsibility of the licence holder or the hirer to ensure that no underage person can consume alcohol, under any circumstances.  If there is any doubt about a person’s age, credible identification must be provided.  
The Magistrates’ Court can give an unlimited fine for the following offences under the Licensing Act 2003:
· Sale of alcohol to children 
· Allowing the sale or supply of alcohol to children 
· Purchase on behalf of a person under the age of 18 
· Knowingly allowing the consumption of alcohol on relevant premises by children  
Licensing laws are set by the Council and enforced by the licensing officer. The sale/supply of alcohol and licences is monitored by the police, child protection and several other organisations. The licensing team are extremely strict on these regulations and have the power to withdraw not only an alcohol licence but also a venue premise licence. Without a premise licence a venue is not legally permitted to hire out rooms. 
If your event requires a licence, permission must be sought from the Trustees of the Management Committee to use the licence.  Without permission to use the licence it is illegal to sell/supply alcohol and it must not be sold/supplied at the event.  
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
